A. Advisory Committee Realignment.  Kristin reviewed the role, accomplishments, and background information on the current committee structure.

b. It is proposed to combine existing committee functions to four: Legislative, Nutrition, Disaster Preparedness, and Membership & Recruitment.

C. Membership & Recruitment Committee – Rich Corvello Chair.
a. Rich indicated that there are six Advisory Council vacancies for Calaveras County.  
b. There is a need to prepare an ‘elevator speech’ - a short statement or “commercial” about Area 12 and what the Advisory Council does; a concise, clear, and compelling statement that explains what we do, why we care, and an example of what we looking for or how we serve older Americans in our respective counties.  It's typically about 30 seconds, the time it takes people to ride from the top to the bottom of a building in an elevator.
D. Nutrition Committee – Rich Corvello.  Rich expressed concern that inflation and cost of goods and food supplies are providing challenges for providers of A12AA’s nutrition programs. 
E. Public Information Committee – Chair – Vacant.  No report.

OTHER REPORTS

A. Kristin Millhoff, A12AA Executive Director read her report:

a. Over 600 Community Needs Surveys were completed.  Data should be available for Council 

b. Health Insurance Counseling & Advocacy Program (HICAP).  As of the December 4th Council meeting 574 clients were helped.

c. A12AA hosted Alzheimer’s Caregiver Workshop, in partnership with UC Davis, was held November 15th in Jackson.  Fifty-eight attended the workshop in Angles Camp.  There are plans to conduct the next workshop in Tuolumne County in May.
d. Intergenerational activities have been provided by A12AA along with providers throughout the service area, for example. Gardening with Grandkids, Tools for Tomorrow Family Picnic in Amador County, and a Veterans Day event at Mariposa Senior Center. 
B. Lynne Standard-Nightengale, Chair – TACC, Executive Committee.  Lynn was ‘under the weather’.
